This short course will introduce basic concepts of geochemical exploration tar-
geting and will provide the necessary skills for exploration and mining geologists 
to work with large surface or drillhole geochemical datasets. After a short intro-
duction to the principles of primary and secondary geochemical dispersion, key 
exploration sampling techniques will be introduced, supported by global industry 
examples from soil, stream sediment and drilling campaigns.
